Location:
The Dungeness River Audubon Center at Railroad Bridge Park is located two miles west of Sequim, Washington.  It rests on the shores of the Dungeness River in a lowland riparian forest on the northeast coast of the Olympic Peninsula.

Eligibility:
Any student who is enrolled in a college/university as an undergraduate or graduate and a resident of Washington State may apply.

Funding:
A student (or team) may apply for up to $2000 to conduct the research project.

Your Study: 

· May cover any North Olympic Peninsula ecological/natural history subject and/or its interpretation that is approved by the Foundation Scholarship Committee.

· May be conducted either at the Dungeness River Audubon Center or in any suitable location on the North Olympic Peninsula, under the auspices of the Center and Committee, and may be conducted during the school year or summer.

· Is encouraged to be designed by the individual or team in conjunction with a college professor for credit, or in conjunction with the River Center.

· Will require a final written research paper that adds to the basic knowledge of the natural history of the North Olympic Peninsula.
